Pulses: 
Harvest matured pulses as soon as possible.There may be chances of infestation of Anthracnose and Cercopsera leaf spot in Pulses due to humid 
weather. To manage these spray Metalaxyl 8% + Mancozeb 64% W.P @ 400- gram/acre in 200 ltr water.Rust infestation and wiltingwill be observed 
after rainfall, then spray Carbendazim 2g/ltr of water to control. 

Maize: 
 Due to anticipated water logging condition stem rot may be found, then farmers should apply carbendazim @ 2g/ltr water. Stem fly in Maize infects the 
plants from sowing to 5 weeks after sowing, temperature between 25-30 deg. celsius and humidity above 60% favour pest incidence. In vegetative stage to 
control stem fly spray Methyl demeton @1 ml/lt or Dimethoate @ 2ml/lt or apply Carbofuran 3G granuals @ 14 kg/acre. High humid conditions, 
temperature favours the occurance of leaf blight in Maize. To control spray Azoxystrobin + Mancozeb (Pluton) @ 300 g /ac. 
Rabi-Groundnut:  
Harvest matured groundnut as soon as possible. Provide proper drainage channel to drain out excess water. 
Forecasted weather favors infestation of tobacco caterpillar infestation in groundnut; to control, spray Profenophos 50% EC @ 2 ml/litre of water or 
Flubendiamide 480 SC @ 0.2 ml/litre of water.There may be chances of incidence of tikka disease in groundnut. To manage this disease spray 
Chlorothalonil 75% WP @ 400-gram/ acre or Mancozeb 75% WP @ 600- gram/acre or Hexaconazole 5% E.C @ 300-ml/acre in 200 litr of water. 
Vegetables: 
Go for sowing of summer vegetables like ridge gourd, bottle gourd, bitter gourd, cucmber, cucurbita can be grown throughout the year by utilization of 
anticipated rainfall/thundershower.  
Brinjal:  
FRUIT AND SHOOT BORER IN BRINJAL-Spray Neem based pesticide 1500ppm@600ml/acre at initial stages. Later on go for alternate spray of 
Spinosad 45%SC@70ml/acre and Thiodicarb@250g/acre at 15 days interval.Ifphomopsis blight will occur in brinjal, then spray zineb75%WP 2gram/litr 
of water.Cercopspera leaf spot may be found after rainfall, if observe,then spray Carbendazim orzineb75%WP 2gram/litr of water.If helicoverpa 
infestation will be found, sparay Flunendiamide or indoxacarb 2ml/litr of water. 
Tomato: 
Bacterial wilt may be occurred in tomato field after rainfall, to control it drenching with copper oxycloride @ 3g+ plantomycin @1 g/ litre of water. 
Cucutbits:To manage Red Pumpkin Beetle in Cucurbit crops spray Cyantraniliprole 10.26% OD @ 400-ml/acre or Imidacloprid 17.8% SL @ 60-ml/ 
acre or Chlorpyriphos 20% EC @ 400-ml/acre.Late Blight may happen due to rising day temperature. There are chances of infestation of Downy 
Mildew,leaf blight, leaf spotdisease in cucurbit vegetables. To manage this disease in cucurbits spray Copper Hydroxide 77 % WP 12 @ 3-gram/litre or 
Carbendazim 12 % + Mancozeb 63 % WP @ 2-gram/litre. 
Fruits
Present weather conditions are favourable for the incidence of Mango hoppers. To control go for spraying of phosphamidon @ 0.5ml/l (or) dimethoate 
2ml/l (or) chloropyriphos @2.5ml/l. during initial stages of flowering.At present the mango is under fruiting stage and the present weather conditions are 
favourable for incidence of Fruit Borer in mango. To control fruit borer spray Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5ml+Dichlorovos @ 1.5 ml per litre of water and repeat 
thespray at 15 days interval.Spray mancozeb 2g/litre, to control sigatoka leaf spot in banana.Immediately after rain go for spraying of profenophos 
@1.0 ml or acephate 1.5 grams per liter of water at 10-15 days interval at nut formation stage to control nut borer in Cashew. 
Animal husbandry:
